This year, the Massachusetts Association of Nurse Anesthetists launched its celebration of National Nurse Anesthetist Week at Wachusett 
Mountain in Princeton, Massachusetts, on Saturday January 24, 2009. The event offered its members participation in educational sessions, 
as well as, a chance to network amongst peers.  Along with the opportunity for professional growth, members and their families were 
encouraged to “carve up the mountain” as part of the celebration activities. 
 
The presentations began with John F. Hanlon, CRNA and “The Physiological and Pharmacological Preoperative Management of the Diabetic 
Patient.” The discussion highlighted the impact of surgery and anesthesia on the diabetic patient and included several perioperative 
considerations to prevent surgical delay and patient complications. Also discussed, were classifications of diabetes mellitus, current 
treatment modalities, effects of perioperative hypoglycemia and hyperglycemia, and recommendations for improved patient outcomes. 
 
In presenting “The BEST Anesthetic for Pediatric Ambulatory Tonsillectomy?,” Dr. Corey Collins cleverly revealed that there is no “best” 
anesthetic for this patient population, but rather each care plan should be individualized to provide the best outcome, least harm, and 
greatest efficiency.  Dr. Collins reviewed the risk factors and consequences for pediatric ambulatory tonsillectomy and emphasized on the 
vital role of the anesthesia provider in preventing postoperative complications, such as nausea and vomiting, pain, and delirium. 
 
Proudly representing Northeastern University’s nurse anesthesia program were students Andrea M. Denkovich and Jeremy Anderson, who 
braved the crowd to discuss current opportunities and challenges in anesthesia patient safety.  Reflecting on the AANA’s mission of 
advancing patient safety and excellence in anesthesia, Andrea and Jeremy reminded us of the importance of upholding the AANA Standards 
of Care to insure patient safety.  The next meeting will be the NEANA Annual Spring Meeting at the Burlington Marriott in Burlington, 
Massachusetts, March 27-29, 2009.  AANA president, Jackie Rowles, will be there to present updates from the AANA.  If you are able to 
attend, you will have the opportunity to meet great people and realize how imperative it is to be an advocate for your profession!
